2nd Delivery to Children’s of Alabama

Toy delivery to Children’s of Alabama

As many of you already know the Guild makes toys, lots and lots of toys for Children’s of Alabama
(Children’s Hospital) each year. In November of last year we turned all the toys over to Children’s at the
November meeting. This is the way we have done this for a number of years. But, because of a wider par-
ticipation from the Guild membership the number of toys has grown and storage at the WEC is starting to
be a (good) problem. After discussing with Faye Kelly at Children’s we now make a quarterly delivery of
the toys. This helps with storage at the WEC and also allows Children’s to have a steadier stream of items

to give to the patients.

The above picture is from the May |st delivery, our second delivery of 2013. This delivery consisted of
about 3000 toys, as did the first delivery a few months back. Faye Kelly(on the far left) and the others from
Children’s were thrilled to receive the delivery and were already beginning to divvy up the toys to go to

their various departments.

Thank you to the many Guild members that have had a hand in making these toys. Thanks also for the do-
nations of wood and money to offset the cost of making the toys (we used about 30 or 40 thousand wheels
in 2012, at 7C a piece). A special thanks to The Greater Birmingham Habitat for Humanity for all the scrap

(for Habitat) wood they donated to make the toys — about 8000 pounds of it.

We are less than half way through the year and we have made a little over 6000 toys so far, thanks to the
group effort.
