Habitat Cabinet Class

Would you like a class on building Cabinets?

Each year the Guild supplies a full set of cabinets to the Habitat for Humanity (H4H) Holiday
House.

The decision to have a class rather than the Guild just building the cabinets is based on the num-
ber of individuals interested in the class.

Show forms, bookmarks, and reception invitation cards are being made up and will be available in
the August/September time frame.
