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Later we were amazed at the petrified wood in eastern Arizona and the process by which the
wood cells are replaced by silica over time to crystallize the wood. Some pieces of petrified
wood have retained the original cellular structure of the wood; the grain can easily be seen and
is quite exquisite in color and detail.
